7 GENERAL BUSINESS
7.1 Bylaw proposals

General discussion was held on the following points: 
· 2009/10 season programming options were voted upon, with Option 1 being the clear favourite
· Junior competition to be played on Sunday mornings: Agreement and disagreement arose on the issue. A vote was conducted and was found that the junior competition will remain on Saturday mornings for the 2009/10 season. Although, it was mentioned that a survey should be supplied to parents during this season in order to gain information on their thoughts about the idea for the following season.
· A vote was carried out regarding increasing the number of balls for matches by 50%. The outcome was that there will be no increase in balls for the 2009/10 season. Although it was brought forward that an increase in balls should be made available for the finals. This will be discussed at a later date.
· A vote regarding the use of low compression balls for the lowest division juniors that are under 11 or beginners was undertaken. The result was favourable for this to go ahead and to use the Green low compression balls (lowest compression)  
· A vote was conducted regarding having selected senior twilight matches. This seemed a popular venture and was given the go ahead. 
· A vote regarding having 9 game singles to be extended to include the top three divisions revealed not such a popular idea and will remain the same as last season.
· Doubles to be two tie break sets only and dropping the third set
· Divisions 1 and 2 to always play in the late slot throughout the entire season: Voted AGAINST
· A new scoring system was brought up which included the use of Rubbers in conjunction with sets. Club representatives were asked to go back to their clubs to gather feedback from their members.

· The President reminded all present that it is expected of all Clubs to make available free tea and coffee facilities. Chocolate cake is optional!
· All Clubs who fail to produce a representative for these meetings will receive a fine.
