· Mike appealed that Registration Fees be paid to Tennis SA by 31 December 2006.  There will be an early-bird reduction of $110.00 for Insurance and Registration fees paid by December 31.

· Other Tennis SA minutes included ideas for FA Cup style competition.

· Up coming season – no submissions received for changes to format.  No need to change by-laws for format.
