Tennis Balls

By Law Changes
· 7.2.1
Balls for Finals
CLAUSE 5) f) x) (New)

For all finals matches, each team competing shall supply balls of a brand and standard as advised by the Executive prior to the commencement of the season. The quantities for each team per finals match shall be:

(a) 4 new balls for each Combined and Mixed Doubles team (6  new balls for Division 1 Combined)

   
(b) 4 new balls for each Divided and Doubles team

(c) 4 new balls for each Junior team in Divisions 1– 3 with 

     4 good used balls for all other teams.

Rationale

Not specified currently who supplies balls for finals and how many

Players Dropping Down in Finals

CLAUSE 5) f) v)

No player, in senior or junior competition, who has played two thirds of their minor round matches in a particular Division may play in the final rounds in a lower Division without the prior approval of the Executive

Rationale

The clause is currently included in the By-Laws, but was introduced specifically for junior competitions. The Executive have not previously strictly applied this clause for senior competitions. It is the intention that from this season, the clause will be strictly interpreted. Accordingly, the words “in senior or junior competition” have been inserted into the clause.

Submission of Finals Order of Merit Lists
CLAUSE 5) f) ii) 
Order of Merit listings must be submitted prior to finals. These listings should account for all qualified personnel, as no submissions for alteration of order of merit will be accepted.

Rationale

The current By-Law indicates that no alterations to finals listings will be accepted. In practice, this is not strictly the case as we do accept additions to listings in exceptional circumstances. It is proposed to insert the words "of order of merit" to the clause

Players Eligibility for Finals (and exceptions/permissions)

CLAUSE 5) f) iii) (New)

The Executive may give approval for a player who has not achieved the qualifying number of matches in clause 4) a) xiii) to compete in finals matches only in the following circumstances:

(a) The club has insufficient qualified players in that competition to fill all competing teams.

(b) Where exceptional circumstances have prevented the player from achieving the qualifying number.

(c) Where there was a reduction in possible qualifying matches due to byes or cancellation of matches.

Requests for approval under this clause must be submitted by the club in writing.

Rationale

The qualifying number of games is in Clause 4) a) xiii). It does not specify within the By-Laws the conditions under which the Executive may approve a player to play with less than this.

This replaces the existing clause.

Changes to Submitted Order for Finals by Executive
CLAUSE 5) f) iv)
If a team plays the singles sets in a finals match other than in the Order of Merit approved by the Executive, it will forfeit any sets or games won by players who played in positions other than submitted.

Rationale

Currently does not cover situations where the Executive has amended the submitted order. It is proposed to replace the words "submitted to" with the words "approved by" in the clause.

Inclement Weather

CLAUSE 5) g) iv)
The Sub-Committee shall consult prior to 10.00am for senior competition, and 7.30am for junior competition, on any match day when weather forecasts indicate any of the following conditions will exist:


(a)   Heavy or constant rain


(b)  A forecast maximum temperature of 38ºC or above


(c) Other extreme conditions as determined by the

CLAUSE 5) g) ix)
If a decision is made to cancel, then it shall be published on the GDTA web site no later than 7.30am, for junior matches, and 10.00am for senior matches.

CLAUSE 5) g) x)
If the decision to cancel matches is made after 7.30am and 10.00am respectively, the Executive will notify the Club Captains of all affected Clubs

Rationale

The current Wet-Bulb Globe temperature ruling has fallen out of favour with both Tennis Australia and the Bureau of Meteorology due to the expense in monitoring. Accurate readings are no longer available.

Doubles Format 
CLAUSE 5) a) iii) is:

iii)  (Divided) Two (2) Men’s Doubles and four (4) Men’s Singles, or two (2) Ladies Doubles and four (4) Ladies Singles.

For Division 1 competitions, each Doubles match shall be one (1) 9-game set, with a 7 point tiebreak at eight (8) games all.  Each singles match shall be one (1) 9-game set with a 7 point tiebreak at eight (8) games all.

For all other divisions, each Doubles match shall be the best of three (3) sets, the first two being 7 point tie-breaks at six (6) games all with the third (if necessary) being a 10 point super tie-break game only.  Each singles match shall be one (1) set with a 7 point tiebreak at six (6) games all

Rationale

It is proposed that the format for the Division 1 Divided and Combined competitions be changed to include a single 9-game doubles set in lieu of the current 3-set format. This format will make it more practical to complete the matches in the allocated time while still allowing for a 9-game singles set.  It will also give greater emphasis in premiership points to the singles in this top-level competition
