Tennis SA scoring/results system (current winter pennant)

· Executive recommend that clubs adopt the online entering of results as used in winter pennant. This online system would replace tennisscores.net and is at no cost to the GDTA for the next 3 years. Steps for entering online are:

· Team members are entered prior to the match

· Result are entered by one club, could be home team or winning team, by a deadline.

· Other team confirms results

· Clubs to decide on how they would enter the data. Eg. Club captain, team captains, secretary

· It was suggested that phoning the results to the Advertiser may no longer be required as results will be available online

· Scoresheet would still need to be retained by clubs and only required to be sent into Executive if there is a dispute
